Research Interests  
My pracWce explores expanded painWng and post-digital art producWon in the age of the 
Internet and social media. Specifically, how paint(ing), images, and language translate via 
tradiWonal mediums and new media, through the process of using digital technologies; I also

consider the semioWc interrelaWonships of expanded art and media formats. ThemaWcally, my 
work nods to contemporary Internet culture and imagery, frequently employing irony, 
profanity, and transgressive humour. Formally my work aUempts to reassess and rejuvenate 
the histories and languages of painWng, expanding its territories by using analogue and digital 
formalisms to blend medium (discrete, analogue objects) and media (networked, digital 
informaWon). My recent work explores post-digital art pracWces through the creaWon of what 
I call ‘digipaintage’ – a process which hybridises painWng, print, the digital, and photomontage, 
which exist as both digitally circulated images and physical objects. As an educator I possess a 
keen interest in pedagogy and its evolving manifestaWons within pracWce-based learning, 
specifically, the interplay between theory and praxis.
